Hillsborough County: Comprehensive Plan Amendment CPA 07-23 Man-Made Lake Density Credit Provisions
At the December 13, 2007 Board of County Commissioners’ public hearing on Comprehensive Plan Amendments Commissioner Mark Sharpe asked staff to look into this amendment to determine if a compromise is possible that can improve our overall situation. Planning and Growth Management staff’s response has been submitted to the Board (see attached).

Planning Commission staff proposes the following policy for adoption into the Future Land Use Element as part of the EAR update:

Environmental Considerations, Objective A-6

Policy A-6.__:
By 2009 the County will study existing regulations for the creation of functioning man-made lake design and make recommendations to existing regulations as necessary. The study should include proposals to the Land Development Code on the land excavation process that would provide for both functioning design and additional density credits as appropriate.
