SUMMARY

A request by Planning Commission staff to amend the Future Land Use Element and Map of the Future of Hillsborough Comprehensive Plan for Unincorporated Hillsborough County is under review. The Planning Commission pursuant to Florida Statutes is required to make a recommendation to the Board of County Commissioners on all proposed changes to the Comprehensive Plan.  This amendment is part of the first cycle of amendments for 2007.
BACKGROUND

This proposed amendment to the Future Land Use Element will revise the Future Land Use map and implement the Riverfront District portion of the visions, goals and strategies of the Riverview Community Plan (effective date August 8, 2005). The community expressed their intention to reduce the intensity of development while increasing and preserving public access, and the scenic and historic character along the Alafia River. 

Riverview lies in the southeast portion of unincorporated Hillsborough County. The proposed amendment area is located along portions of the northern and southern banks of the Alafia River from Tampa Bay east to approximately 3 miles east of Highway 301. The area, comprised of approximately 1,915 acres, is primarily low density residential neighborhoods and the Riverview Civic Center. The amendment proposes to reduce a majority of the area from Residential-6 and Suburban Mixed Use-6 to Residential-4 and from Residential-4 to Residential-2; to increase a small area from Residential-6 to Suburban Mixed Use-6; and designate the Riverview Civic Center as Public/Quasi Public.
RECOMMENDATION

No action is required at this time.  A public hearing is scheduled for       January 8, 2007.  
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
