All the street car lines in Tampa serve the down-
town business section with the exception of the West
Tampa and Ross Avenue lines.

The business section of Ybor City is served by Tam-
pa Heights, Fair Oaks and Union Station-Gary lines.

West Tampa and Ross Avenue lines serve the busi-
ness section of West Tampa and Ybor City.,

Free transfers are issued on all lines inside the city
limits.

The principal transfer points from the business sec-
tion of Tampa are: Fortune and Franklin, Cass and
Franklin, Zack and Franklin, and Lafavette and
Franklin. The principal transfer points from Ybor
City are Broadway and l4th, Broadway and 22nd
Street. The principal transfer point from West Tampa
is Howard Avenue and Main Street.

The fare on all lines is 5 cents between termini ex-
cept the 5 cent fare limit on the Port Tampa line is
MacDill Avenue. The full-ride fare between MaeDill
Avenue and Port Tampa is an additional 5 cents.

School students under 18 vears old ride on a 214
cent fare. Books of these special tickets, good on
Monday through Friday from 7:30 a.m. to 4:30 p.m.
on zchool days only. can be obtained from the cashier

MILES OF TRAVEL

Each day Tampa’s street cars travel an
average distance of 9,000 miles. That’s as

Tampa has had a five cent street car fare
for more than 50 years, a fact that has been
a valuable advertisement to the City and a
great saving to all those who ride the cars.
School children ride for 214 cents. Approx-
imately 3.000,000 free transfers were issued

last year.

ALMOST 24-HOUR SERVICE

Street cars are on duty all but two and a
half hours of the day and night. The first
car goes on duty at 4:30 a.m. and the last car
gees off duty at 2:00 a.m.
